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State Championships 2009/2010

Information

1. Nomination forms are to be completed and handed back to a committee member by noon 31st October 2009.

2. Trials will be held at Lightning Park over the first 3 Sundays in November; 1st, 8th & 15th.

3. Trials will be held for the following teams;

U/13 Boys (Diamond 1)


U/13 Girls (Diamond 4)

U/11 Boys (Diamond 2)

U/11 Mixed (Diamond 3)

U/9 Mixed (Diamond 6)

4. Each team will be selected by a selection panel comprising of the coach and 2 independent selectors nominated by the committee.

5. A trial squad of at least 20 (unless insufficient nominations are received then those who nominate will form the squad), will train for 3 weeks.  After this time each selection panel will make their final selection of 11 to 12 players.
6. Parents and players are reminded that it is part of the commitment to States that your be available for training and carnivals over the Christmas Break.  The carnivals that you attend are important for the coach and the team.

7. Each selected team will continue to train regularly except for a short break at Christmas. Training times are at the discretion of the team coach.

8. Morley Eagles will be hosting a carnival again this season and families participating in state teams will have to help out with this.

9. You will need to pay a deposit of $40 once your child has been selected. This will be returned to you once the club pants are return and State Championships Carnival at Langley Park is completed. It is non refundable however if you choose to with draw your child (once selected). 

10. The State Championships will be held at Langley Park in Perth over 3 days of the Long weekend, 27th Feb, 28th Feb and 1st March 2010.

11. A team will consist of 11 to 12 players however the playing positions & rotation of players is at the discretion of the team coach & his/hers decision is final. For this reason each players active participation will not necessarily be equal in each game over the championships. It is common to have some players allocated permanent positions in the team. Whilst other players will be placed in the team as rotational players

12. Competition at the State Championships is of a much higher level than at our club games, .teams come from around WA to compete, in all some 120 teams will be competing.

13. Players are representing our club therefore a commitment to training (including scratch games), discipline and sportsmanship is expected.
