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Welcome to East Fremantle Tee Ball Club.  

Below are a few pointers to help you understand how the Club operates and ensure that you and your child/ren have great fun.

1. All teams are run by parents who volunteer to fill the roles required.  Training and assistance is provided for all new volunteers and anybody interested in getting involved.  Each team will require a minimum of 3 parents to take on the leadership roles.  These comprise of:  

a). Coach – Trains the team and leads the team through the game.

b). Umpire – Officiates the plate during home games and acts as base umpire during away games. 

c). Team Manager – Manages the children during the game and liaises with the Club if and when required (eg. distribution of newsletters to parents).

d). Base Coaches. Two parents (wearing closed-in shoes) should be available to act as base coaches during every game.

2. All children are required to attend the training session and the game.  If for some reason your child is unable to attend training please notify on the day, and if unable to attend the game please notify ASAP or at least the day before if possible. (Coaches will usually complete team line up the day before the game).

3. As Tee Ball is a team sport we request that all parents stay for training and the game to assist the team.  Children really enjoy the parents being involved in the training (and this assists the coach). During the game there are other minor roles that parents are required to assist with.

4. We ask that you support us with our club fund raising as this is necessary to support the club in purchasing and maintaining equipment for your children.  We are also looking for Business’s that are able to sponsor a team.  This costs $200 per year.  For which you receive a team named after you, advertising on our website, in our newsletter and at our home ground for all games.  If you are

5. The Club is run by a Committee of volunteers.  We are always happy to welcome new members; you can join as a General Committee Member to get a feel for the Club and contribute new ideas.

A NOTE FROM OUR UMPIRE CO-ORDINATOR

As each team requires an umpire, it is imperative that parents volunteer to assist with this role. Umpiring is not only important, it is also great fun and children love to see mums and dads take an active role in their sport.  A formal one-day Level 1 umpiring course is provided early in the season by TBAWA. All course fees are covered by the club. 

As a Level 1 umpire you will explain the basic rules to the players prior to commencement of play. You will also ensure that the game is run well and played in a spirit of fun and fairness.

For home games you will officiate as a ‘plate’ umpire and away from home you will act as a ‘base’ umpire.

Existing Level 1 umpires will be encouraged to upgrade to Level 2 to ensure that the club has sufficient umpires to allow teams to participate in the state championships at the end of the season.

To provide further support and training for parents the club will facilitate a Coaches and Umpires training evening early in the season. This is usually an informal session and an opportunity for new coaches and umpires to ask as many questions as possible. New umpires will also be offered assistance and support in umpiring their early home games.
